Article Concordance

The article before a noun must match in gender (masculine or feminine) AND in number.

The word “gato” used below is masculine and singular.  It would be incorrect to write the following:



la gato



unos gato

To correct them, we must match the article to the gender and number.  If one word is plural, the other must be as well.  The following are correct:



el gato



un gato



los gatos



unos gatos

The word “boca” used below is feminine and singular.  It would be incorrect to write the following:



un boca



dos boca

To correct them, we must match the artcile to the gender and number.  If the article is a number greater than one, then we know that the noun is plural.  The noun must be in plural form.  The following are correct:



la boca



una boca



las bocas



cuatro bocas
